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research conducted according to PMUC's OKRs, particularly focusing on the number of high-
quality tourists, the value of sales of goods and services in secondary cities, income of targeted
entrepreneurs, and the value of selling creative economy products and services in localities
or communities that carry out cultural and environmental heritage conservation. The research
outcomes include: 1) At least 1,500 high-quality tourists consuming products and services
developed under the project in the first operational year, increasing to 6,000 within 3 years;
2) The business unit developed generates revenue of at least 10 million baht in the first
operational year and continues operations after the research project ends; 3) Sales value of
products and services in secondary cities totaling at least 5 million baht in 5 provinces in the
first operational year, increasing to at least 25 million baht within 3 years; 4) At least 5 target
group entrepreneurs in the research area with increased income of over 3 million baht in the
first operational year and increasing to over 10 million baht within 3 years; 5) Total sales value
of creative economy tourism by railway increasing to at least 25 million baht in the first
operational year, increasing to 80 million baht within 3 years; 6) At least 5 local communities
engaged in conserving cultural and environmental heritage in tourism activities in the first
operational year, increasing to 15 communities within 3 years. The economic impacts include
increased economic value generated from creative railway tourism, enhancing the country's
tourism competitiveness, and increased revenue from creative railway tourism activities in
secondary cities. The social impacts include local communities conserving natural resources,
arts and culture, traditions, and lifestyles linked to creative railway tourism.
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
